SUBJECT: Approval of the Five-Year Capital Improvement Budget

BACKGROUND:

At the May 14, City Council Meeting city staff discussed the City’s financial
status, and provided a draft five-year Capital Improvements Budget. In
addition, as a requirement of the new financial management policies adopted
by the City Council in February, the City Council participated in a June 5, City
Council Study Session/Retreat. At that meeting the City Council not only
reviewed the City’s 2007-08 financial status, preliminary budget guidelines,
and participated in a discussion with the Department Directors and Executive
Staff on the upcoming 2007-08 budget issues; they also reviewed a
preliminary five-year Capital Improvement Program. The proposed 2007-
2012 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program was presented to City Council
and the public at the July 9, 2007, City Council Meeting. Time for citizen
comment was given by the Council and no citizen comments were received.
The City Council did however indicate two basic changes to the proposed
Capital Improvement Program. One was to allocate $50,000 a year for a
possible new industrial park. The second was to proceed with the Safe
Routes to School Program if the City did not receive MoDOT funds for the
project. We have incorporated these changes into the enclosed Five-Year
Capital Improvement (CIP) Program.

City staff has finalized this planning document for City Council approval. A
motion to approve, with a majority vote of the Council, would authorize said
program and allow this document to be used for financial and staff planning
for now and in the future.
