The Smoke-Free Workplace Policy applies
to all employees, clients, consultants,
contractors, vendors and visitors.

Procedure

e Compliance with the Smoke-Free
Workplace Policy is mandatory for all
employees and persons visiting (YOUR
COMPANY’S NAME).

e To support the policy of not allowing
smoking in enclosed workplace and
public areas, (YOUR COMPANY'S
NAME) has posted “No Smoking” signs
at all facility entrances. All ashtrays
and other smoking receptacles shall
not be located in any area where
smoking is prohibited by this policy.

Violations and Penalties

Any person who violates Chapter 28 of the
Warrensburg Code of Ordinances by
smoking in an area where smoking is
prohibited shall be guilty of an infraction,
punishable by:
¢ A fine not exceeding $500 and up to
90 days confinement.
The proprietor, owner, manager or person
who controls an Enclosed Public Place or
Enclosed Place of Employment and who
knowingly fails to comply with Chapter 28
shall be guilty of an infraction punishable
by:
0 A fine not exceeding $500 and up to
90 days confinement.

Accountability

Chapter 28 of the Warrensburg Code of
Ordinances defines two responsible parties:

e The individual(s) who choose to smoke in a

prohibited place.

e And/Or The proprietors, owners and
managers or other person who controls an
Enclosed Public Place or Enclosed Place of

Enforcement/Filing a Complaint

Violations will be investigated on a complaint EUidE
basis by the Warrensburg Police Department. To
report a violation, call Central Dispatch at (660)
747-2265. For questions concerning the
ordinance, please contact the City of Warrensburg
at (660) 747-9131

If business owners or managers experience
individuals who insist on smoking in prohibited
areas, follow your business’ normal procedure for
dealing with unruly customers. If the customer
refuses to comply with no smoking, you may
contact the Police Department by calling (660)
747-2265. If they are belligerent, threatening or
causing a disturbance dial 9-1-1.

Additional Suggestions
e Provide gum or mints to customers.
e Have brochures on hand to give to
