CITY COUNCIL MEETING OF MARCH 24, 2014

A meeting of the Warrensburg City Council was held on March 24, 2014, at 7:.00 p.m., at the
Municipal Center, 200 S. Holden, with Mayor Charlie Rutt presiding. Roll was called as follows:
Present were: Dyer, Brock, DeFrain, Butterfield, Rutt. Absent: none.

Minutes of the March 10, 2014, City Council meeting were considered. DeFrain moved to approve
the minutes of the March 10, 2014, City Council meeting. Yes: Dyer, Brock, DeFrain, Butterfield.
Abstained: Rutt. No: none.

In the City Manager’s report, Paula Hertwig Hopkins said the procurement policy is being
evaluated to see what can be done electronically to better serve the City’s vendors. She said a
draft of the budget retreat will be distributed soon, and the IT Master Plan is underway. Hertwig
Hopkins said there have been some real challenges with the topography of the trail along DD, and
the County is waiting on an answer on the Flap Grant Trail. She said the University of Central
Missouri will begin their new construction project near the end of March. Hertwig Hopkins said the
City has budgeted money for a military breakfast to show support of the active and retired
Whiteman Air Force Base personnel and their dependents who have been deployed. She said
City employees will volunteer to serve this breakfast which will be held on May 17, 2014. Hertwig
Hopkins said after speaking with the American Legion about costs, an additional $500 will be
needed for this event. The Mayor and City Council members agreed to support this expense.

In the Director of Finance Report, Finance Director Kelvin Shaw said the audit process is still
ongoing and City staff is working on the strategic plan for the budget retreat. He said the City
received notification it was the recipient of the Government Finance Officers Association Award for
the City’s budget submission.

The adoption of the agenda was considered. Brock moved to adopt the agenda. Yes: Dyer,
Brock, DeFrain, Butterfield, Rutt. No: none.

Under presentations, Warrensburg resident Dr. Ralph Younger presented information concerning
City entrance signage. He said in January 2013 a focus group of 14 City representatives met to
study “Gateway” sign ideas as welcoming signs to Warrensburg. He said City Council budgeted
$20,000 for the first Gateway sign to be located at North Maguire and East US 50. Younger said
these ideas were presented to the City Council and the “Gateway” sign idea is still a work in
progress. Younger said he would like to suggest an alternative phrase “Warrensburg Welcomes
You” for the Gateway signs. He said “Companion Signs” would recognize the many community-
based service clubs and community organizations, and he would like to recommend these signs
with the Gateway signs. Younger displayed and explained Companion signs in various
communities around Warrensburg. He said he discussed the Companion sign design with the
Community Development Director last year and recently with the City Manager. Younger said he
has obtained estimates for the funding of the construction and placement of the metal framework
for the signs by the Warrensburg Vo-Tech School. He said the signs would be approximately
$1,600 and transporting and permanent placement of the sign by a local construction firm would be
approximately $1,800 per sign. Younger said the total price would be $3,400, depending on when
bids are obtained. He described the framework and said the signs would be painted black to better
highlight and display service clubs and organizational logos. Younger said once the construction
and placement of the Companion signs has been completed, the City could establish guidelines
and invite community based groups to place their logos or signs at their own expense. He said



there are seven major entrances to Warrensburg and placing welcoming or Companion signs at
each entrance would be a major expense. Younger said the City could concentrate on entrance
signs north and south of the City limits of Business 13 as you enter into the Warrensburg
community since it is the busiest traffic area and would provide high visibility for the Companion
signs. He also noted that the signs could be lit as power sources are available. Younger said he
has visited with many of the community-based organizations and service clubs for support or
recommendation of the Companion signage. Community Development Director Barbara Carroll
described the next process and said Dr. Younger will be included in the discussions. The Mayor
and City Council members thanked Dr. Younger for all his work on this project.

A Resolution Amending Certain Portions of the City of Warrensburg Personnel Policies Concerning
Standardizing the Overtime Policy was read for the first time. Human Resources Manager
Shannon Ramey said the City's Personnel Policies have been following a 2012 overtime version
per an internal memo written in October of 2012. Dyer moved to approve the Resolution. Carried
unanimously and given Resolution No. 2087.

Bill No. 3-8-14 being for an Ordinance Authorizing the City Manager and City Clerk to Execute an
Addendum to the Development Agreement with Central Missouri Community Credit Union was
read for the first time by title. Carroll said with this ordinance the definition of public improvements
has been broadened. Chief Executive Officer Carol White said they discovered the contractors
would need to dig deeper and with the additional work, this portion of the project has become more
expensive than anticipated. She said she realizes she has already signed an agreement for an
additional $6,500. DeFrain moved to approve an addendum of the ordinance to read $8,336 for
the installation of a sewer main. Carried unanimously. Butterfield moved said bill be passed to
second reading by title. Carried unanimously. Said bill was read a second time by title. Roll was
called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows: Yes: Dyer, Brock, DeFrain, Butterfield,
Rutt. No: none. Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 4931.

Bill No. 3-9-14 being for an Ordinance Amending Section 3-6 Related to Clubs, Hotels,
Restaurants and Bowling Alleys, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Warrensburg, Missouri,
was read for the first time by title. City Counselor Doug Harris said bowling alleys can now remain
open on Sunday without a Sunday liquor license if the liquor remains locked-up during business
hours. Brock moved said bill be passed to second reading by title. Carried unanimously. Said bill
was read a second time. Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows: Yes:
Dyer, Brock, DeFrain, Butterfield, Dyer, Rutt. No: none. Said bill was declared duly adopted and
given Ordinance No. 4932.

Bill No. 3-10-14 being for an Ordinance Amending Ordinance 4887, Concerning the Adopted
Annual Budget for FY 14 was read for the first time by title. Ramey said in March of 2014 the City
entered into an agreement with the International Association of Fire Fighters Local 3923. She said
this agreement will align the firefighters with the Fair Labor Standards Act, and they will be more
in- line with other City employees. She said there was a delay in the renewal of their contract
between October 1, 2013, and mid-March 2014. Ramey said with this adjustment the pay plan
needs to be updated. DeFrain moved said bill be passed to second reading by title. Carried
unanimously. Said bill was read a second time. Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of
said bill as.follows: Yes: Dyer, Brock, DeFrain, Butterfield, Rutt. No: none. Said bill was
declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 4933.

Bill No.3-11-14 being for an Ordinance Amending 4887, Concerning the Adopted Annual Budget
for FY14 was read for the first time by title. Executive Assistant Courtney Stephens said the City
entered into a contact with Dr. Janet Bonsall for the production of a mural to be displayed in City
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Hall in the amount of $7,500. She said the funds for the City Hall mural project will be supported
by the acceptance of a Wal-Mart grant award. Stephens said expenses associated for the
continuation of the project and display material will require the General Fund budget to be
amended to appropriate the funds for payment to Dr. Bonsall. Brock moved said bill be passed to
second reading by title. Said bill was read a second time. Roll was called for the adoption or
rejection of said bill as follows: Dyer, Brock, DeFrain, Butterfield, Rutt. No: none. Said bill was
declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 4934.

Bill No. 3-12-13 being for an Ordinance Authorizing the City Manager and City Clerk to Execute a
Sign Lease with Aldi, Inc., was read for the first time by title. Shaw said with the foreclosure
proceedings on the properties in the Hawthorne Neighborhood District in the spring of 2013, the
City obtained two lots with the common sign structures. He said since that time, the City has been
maintaining those lots and sign structures, in addition to working to lease the signage areas. Shaw
said since Aldi, Inc. is planning to build a new store in this area, they would like to have signage on
these common area sign structures. He said the terms of this agreement have been successfully
negotiated and Aldi will enter into the agreement upon closing of the property for the store.
Butterfield moved said bill be passed to second reading by title. Carried unanimously. Said bill
was read a second time. Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows: Yes:
Dyer, Brock, DeFrain, Butterfield, Rutt. No: none. Said bill was declared duly adopted and given
Ordinance No. 4935.

Under Other Business Appearances, Hertwig Hopkins said at the request of former Mayor Don
Butterfield, the City has checked on the cost to hang event banners across the street downtown.
She said initially the cost was estimated at nearly $21,000 but later the City found two poles in
stock so the project can now be done for approximately $7,204. Hertwig Hopkins said additional
hardware and stainless steel cable will be required at an estimated cost of $600. She said City
staff would like to place the banners just south of Gay Street on North Holden Street. Hertwig
Hopkins said she is seeking City Council approval to move forward with this project. After a short
discussion, the consensus of the City Council was to allow the expenditure at an amount not to
exceed $8,500.

Under miscellaneous matters from the City Manager, Hertwig Hopkins said the breakfast in honor
of military personnel will be held on Saturday, May 17, 2014, and the City is asking for volunteers
to help serve the breakfast.
