
                                  CITY COUNCIL MEETING OF OCTOBER 10,  2016

A meeting of the Warrensburg City Council was held on October 10, 2016, at 7:00 p.m., at the Municipal Center, 200 S. Holden, with Mayor Casey Renfrow presiding.  Roll was called as follows:  Present were:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  Absent:  none.

Minutes of the September 12, 2016, City Council meeting were considered.  Allen moved to approve the minutes of the September 12, 2016, meeting.  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs,  Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Abstained:  Watts. 

The adoption of the agenda was considered.  City Clerk Cindy Gabel said the presentation by the firefighters for Breast Cancer Awareness Month has been delayed due to illness.  Watts moved to approve the agenda with the amendment.  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none. 

Mayor Renfrow read a proclamation declaring October 9-15 as Fire Prevention Week in the City of Warrensburg.

Mayor Renfrow read a proclamation encouraging Proclamation Dysautonomia Awareness in the City of Warrensburg.

City Planner Amanda Jacobson said in recogniztion of the 50th Anniversary of the adoption of the Historic Preservation Commission she would like to present two placques.  Mayor Renfrow and Jacobson presented awards to the Praels who own landmark property at 124 North Water, and the Ashers, would own the other designated landmark peoperty at 411 West Pine Street.

Mayor Renfrow read a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, Supporting Selection of Whiteman Air Force Base as the Location for the First F-35A Lighting II Mission of the United States Air Force Reserves.  City Manager Harold Stewart said Whiteman Air Force Base is one of four bases being considered for this aircraft which would replace the B-10.  He said this Resolution is to show the City’s support of this mission.  Watts moved to approve the Resolution.  Carried unanimously and given Resolution No. 2144.

Bill No. 10-1-16 being for an Ordinance Authorizing the City Manager and the City Clerk to Approve a Proposal with Reasbeck Construction, Inc., in the Form Attached Hereto, for the Lake Ridge Subdivision Storm Culvert Repair Project Under the Terms and Conditions of the Contractor Services Agreement Dated July 6, 2016, in the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, was read for the first time by title.  Public Works Director Slim Coleman said there was a need to expedite this project and the City recently became a member of the National Joint Powers Alliance.  He said because of this membership, a project cost is locked in for a year through the program’s procurement procedures.  Coleman said this helps expedite a project and Reasbeck Construction has met the City’s requirements.  Stewart added because of this action, this project should be completed by the end of this year.  Allen moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5272.

Bill No. 10-2-16 being for an Ordinance of the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, Authorizing and Directing the City Manager to Execute a Tree Resource Improvement and Maintenance Grant Agreement with the Missouri Department of Conservation was read for the first time by title.
Community Development Director Barbara Carroll said City Council approved a Resolution in May authorizing the application for a Tree Resource Improvement and Maintenance (T.R.I.M.) Grant and the City received notification the Grant was approved.  Jacobs moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5273.

Bill No. 10-3-16 being for an Ordinance Accepting the West Wastewater Treatment Plant Reed Bed Drying Pad Project for Maintenance and Change Order No. 1, and Authorizing Final Payment to J.C. Myers Construction Company, Inc., in the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, was read for the first time by title.  Coleman said the City approved this project in May, and during the project, some of the soil was determined to be substandard.  He said to stabilize the subbase to meet requirements, the contractor incurred additional costs for the subbase stabilization.  Watts moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5274.

Bill No. 10-4-16 being for an Ordinance Establishing a Four-Way Stop at the Intersection of Hamilton Street and South Zoll Street in the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, was read for the first time by title.  Police Chief Rich Lockhart said there are safety and traffic concerns with this intersection and would like to request it be a four-way stop.  Watts moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5275.

Bill No. 10-5-16 being for an Ordinance Establishing Parking on the South Side of West Market Street from Water Street to Second Street was read for the first time by title.  Lockhart said this area has some multi-family units and the off-street parking is not adequate for all the residents vehicles.  Allen moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5276.

Bill No. 10-6-16 being for an Ordinance Amending Ordinance 5271, Concerning the Adopted FY17 Annual Budget for General Fund and Parks Fund Year End Numbers was read for the first time by title.  Finance Director Matthew Lue said there are several projects that have not been completed.  He said the funds for these projects were budgeted in 2016 and will need to be expensed into FY17.  Watts moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5277.

Mayor Renfrow recognized Boy Scout Troop 513 and Scoutmaster Tim Mills and thanked them for attending tonight’s meeting.

Under Appearances not on the Agenda, Cassandra Williamson said she would like the City Council to know there are several individuals interested in serving on the Human Rights Commission.  Erica Collins and Suzy Latare spoke in favor of forming the Human Rights Commission and said it would be great for the community.  Mayor Renfrow said this will be discussed again at the next City Council meeting.  Mayor Renfrow thanked those interested in the Human Relations Commission and said the applications that have been received will be reviewed.
In the City Managers Report, Stewart said he recently attended the International City Manager’s Conference in Kansas City and said many cities face similar issues.  He said he believes Warrensburg is addressing those issues.  Stewart said he attended the Sustainability Conference in Dubuque, Iowa, and he found they have similar challenges.  

Allen moved to close this meeting pursuant to Section 610.021 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri relating to:

       (1)  Legal actions, causes of action or litigation involving the City and any confidential
             or privileged communication between the City and its representatives and its attorneys.

       (2)  Leasing, purchase or sale of real estate where public knowledge might adversely 
              affect the amount paid in the transaction.

       (3)  Hiring, firing, disciplining or promoting of individual employees when personal
              information concerning the employee is discussed or recorded.

     (12)  Documents or any documents related to a negotiated contract until a contract is
              executed, or all proposals are rejected.

     (13)  Individually identifiable personnel records, performance ratings or records pertaining
              to employees or applicants for employment.
