
                                  CITY COUNCIL MEETING OF OCTOBER 24,  2016

A meeting of the Warrensburg City Council was held on October 24, 2016, at 7:00 p.m., at the Municipal Center, 200 S. Holden, with Mayor Casey Renfrow presiding.  Roll was called as follows:  Present were:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  Absent:  none.

Minutes of the October 10, 2016, City Council meeting were considered.  Watts moved to approve the minutes of the October 10, 2016, meeting.  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts,  Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.   

The adoption of the agenda was considered.  Jacobs moved to approve the agenda.  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none. 

On behalf of the Local Firefighters Union # 3923, t-shirts for Breast Awareness Month were presented to the Mayor and members of the Warrensburg City Council and the City Manager and City Clerk.  Mayor Renfrow and City staff thanked them for all their dedication to cancer prevention.   

Mayor Renfrow read a Resolution of the Council of the City of Warrensburg Adopting a Stormwater Design Manual.  Public Works Director Slim Coleman said his department has worked with Great River Associates (GRA) to develop this manual.  He said they would like to now move forward.  Allen moved to approve the Resolution.  Carried unanimously and given Resolution No. 2145.

Bill No. 10-7-06 being for an Ordinance Authorizing the City Manager and the City Clerk to Approve a Scope of Service in the Form Attached Hereto with Great River Associates, Inc., Under the Terms and Conditions of the City Annual Services Agreement Dated October 13, 2016, for Phase IV of the Storm Water Management Master Plan, in the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, was read for the first time by title.  Allen moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5278.

Bill No. 10-8-16 being for an Ordinance Accepting Storm Sewer Dedication from the Lake Ridge Homeowners Association, Inc., was read for the first time by title.  Coleman said this is a required easement to allow the City access to construct and maintain the new storm system installation.  He said weather permitting, this project will be completed by the first of January.  Watts moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5279.

Bill No. 10-9-16 being for an Ordinance Amending Certain Provisions of Chapter 10, Article IV, Division III of the Code of City Ordinances of the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, Regarding Erosion and Sediment Control Regulations was read for the first time by title.  Coleman said the next three amendments will coincide with the newly adopted design manual.  Watts moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5280.

Bill No. 10-10-16 being for an Ordinance Amending Section 20-110 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, Regarding Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination Regulations was read for the first time by title.  Watts moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5281.

Bill No. 10-11-16 being for an Ordinance Amending Chapter 20, Article IV, Division 5 of the Code of City Ordinances of the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, Regarding Post-Construction Storm Water Runoff Control Regulations was read for the first time by title.  Watts moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5282.

Bill No. 10-12-16 being for an Ordinance Authorizing the City Manager and City Clerk to Execute a Lease Agreement with the City of Warrensburg and Warrensburg Main Street, Inc., in the City of Warrensburg, Missouri, was read for the first time by title.  Coleman said Warrensburg Main Street and Farmers Market would like to use the Municipal Center during the winter months for the Winter Farmers Market.  He said the City worked well with them last year.  Watts moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5283.

Bill No. 10-13-16 being for an Ordinance Authorizing the City Manager and City Clerk to Execute a Master Lease-Purchase Agreement Contract with PNC Equipment Finance, LLC, for the Purchase of a Pierce Impel PUC Pumper was read for the first time by title.  Finance Director Matthew Lue said $175,000 has been budgeted for FY17 for a fire truck.  Fire Chief Jim Kushner explained the current inventory of fire trucks and said these type of trucks can be used for 20 years.  Kushner said the PUC is a better design and the City will begin to look at a replacement plan.  City Manager Harold Stewart said this purchase will be handled through a state bidding process.  Watts moved said bill be passed to second reading by title.  Carried unanimously.  Said bill was read a second time.  Roll was called for the adoption or rejection of said bill as follows:  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Said bill was declared duly adopted and given Ordinance No. 5284.

Under Other Business Appearances was a Request for $600 from the Stevenson Fund for the Christmas Store.  City Clerk Cindy Gabel said last year 473 families were served for a total of 1,305 individuals.  Allen moved to approve the request.  Yes:  Johnston, Jacobs, Watts, Allen, Renfrow.  No:  none.  Motion carried.

Under Miscellaneous Matters from the City Manager, Stewart said overall the ISCS Conference in Chicago was successful and some great contacts were made with potential realtors and developers.    


City Counselor Doug Harris said there has been a settlement decision for municipalities in the Trac Cell Phone Case and the City should be receiving proceeds of approximately $50,000.

     (12)  Documents or any documents related to a negotiated contract until a contract is
              executed, or all proposals are rejected.

     (13)  Individually identifiable personnel records, performance ratings or records pertaining
              to employees or applicants for employment.
